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Professor Sir Kenneth Calman was born Christmas Day 1941. He began his medical training at the University of Glasgow in 1959.  He spent two years as the Medical Research Council Clinical Research Fellow in London. He returned to the University of Glasgow in 1974 as Professor of Oncology and held a series of senior posts.  Sir Kenneth was Chief Medical Officer at the Scottish Office Home and Health Department from 1989 and then Chief Medical Officer in London. Sir Kenneth also served for many years as a prominent clinical professor and he is an author on the treatment and care of cancer patients. He is now Chancellor of the University of Glasgow.

He is the founder of Tak Tent and in his book Medical Education says:

‘On a personal note the most powerful learning experience for the author of this book was in setting up a series of support groups for cancer patients (Tak Tent groups after the old Scots phrase for take care). As a high quality cancer oncology unit (or so we thought), it was salutary to meet patients in an informal setting, get to know them and realise that their experience was worth much more than mine.  They had so much to give if they were allowed to contribute and be involved.  They taught me what it was like to suffer from 

cancer and how I could help them and others in a more effective way.  I have always been grateful for that privilege.’
